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Introduction
Prolint is a tool that reviews Progress code and produces a report of potential coding issues.

· Prolint
· can “see” code issues that would (likely) be missed by a programmer – especially when dealing with existing code:
· Unused variables or buffers
· Finds without specifying locking (SHARE-LOCK)
· Temp-tables defined without NO-UNDO
· decreases programmatic errors
· can be used with ED for Windows as well as within the Progress environment
· can help by enforcing (or rather reminding) programming practices that improve performance and reduce maintenance costs
· can be used on entire code base, not just online; It does not care if the code is used for UI or business logic.
· can be used as a learning tool by identifying bugs/issues and providing suggestions for improvement
· is easy to use
· is cost-effective – It’s FREE!
· The rule base can be tailored to the customer
· New rules can be created from Prolint’s open-source files
· Prolint has a free support forum (http://www.oehive.org/prolint)
· HTML, XML, Excel and other output avenues
· One or many programs at a time
· Color coded for severity
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Attention: This install is for OE 10.2 and later. Use Prolint 73 for earlier versions.

Installation files can be found at http://www.oehive.org/prolint and http://www.joanju.com/proparse/index.php


1. Download/copy the following files to a temp directory on your PC:
a. prolint_74.exe.zip
b. proparse.assemblies (contains 3 dll files & 1 xml file)
2. If you don’t already have it, create the following directory on your PC:
a. c:\p4gl\tools
3. Extract the files in proparse.assemblies to c:\p4gl\tools. All the files need to be directly under “tools” without any other directories.
4. Install prolint by running prolint_74.exe.zip[footnoteRef:1]. You do not want to create a prolint directory – it will be created as part of the installation. [1:  Obviously, you need to unzip the file first.] 




5. Create a Prolint desktop shortcut:
a. Name: Prolint (Dev)[footnoteRef:2] [2:  You can create a shortcut for different dbs that you work with. For example, I have one for JCP code.] 

b. Target: “D:\OpenEdge102b\bin\prowin32.exe” -basekey INI -db mls -N TCP -H cms4 -S 2657 -assemblies C:\p4gl\tools -debugalert -ini prolint.ini

Note: Your target path may be different (the portion above in blue). This Target will use your default INI file which has a font that will not display the Prolint screen correctly. This is not required but to see the full Prolint screen, perform the following:

a. Make a copy of your default INI file and rename to prolint.ini.
b. Set DefaultFont=MS Sans Serif, size=8 (old value should be 10)

The –assemblies startup parameter can specify a different directory. If you change the directory, make sure the dll files are in the location being pointed to in the startup parameter.

6. Add Prolint to your propath:
a. Double-click the shortcut you just created. You may get a message indicating protools.dat could not be found. Just press OK.
b. The Progress editor will display.
c. Select the Propath button or Tools  ProTools  Select the Propath button.
d. Add your new directories, press ok and save to startup.
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7. Copy desktop.w (from the Portal) to C:\p4gl\tools\prolint. This version has a propath button on it so you can dynamically set the propath.
8. Update the shortcut target: “D:\OpenEdge102b\bin\prowin32.exe” -p desktop.w -basekey INI -db mls -N TCP -H cms4 -S 2657 -assemblies C:\p4gl\tools -debugalert -ini prolint.ini
9. If you are a previous user of Prolint, you will likely have a Proparse directory. This can be deleted.

The remainder of this document is for information and troubleshooting.
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To run Prolint, you need to create a Window’s shortcut (you should have already done this) on your desktop. Here’s how mine is setup. (You may have to make changes if you set up Prolint differently than stated in this document). Note, this shortcut is for development.

Target = “D:\OpenEdge102b\bin\prowin32.exe” -p desktop.w -basekey INI -db mls -N TCP -H cms4 -S 2657 -assemblies C:\p4gl\tools -debugalert -ini prolint.ini
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You may have noticed, when you close Prolint, the Progress editor opens (if you copy the custom version of desktop.w, this step has already been handled). In most cases, this is not desired. If you want to close Prolint without the Progress editor opening modify the following program:

c:\p4gl\tools\prolint\desktop.w (MAIN-BLOCK just before the END)

IF NOT THIS-PROCEDURE:PERSISTENT THEN

  QUIT.  Add this
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· Prolint can “lint” an entire directory or directories. If you have many files, this could take some time. I recommend running against one file at a time.
· Help: Prolint has a free support forum (http://www.oehive.org/prolint)

If you get this message, extract the PL. Steps may be different depending on your setup.



Follow the steps provided on the website that this dialog will take you to when you press Ok or Help. In general, the steps are as follows:

cd  \progra~1\progress\gui
set DLC=c:\progra~1\progress
“c:\program files\progress\bin\prolib ..\src\adecomm.pl –extract *.i
